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TO THE QUESTION OF ENHANCING STUDENTS’ MOTIVATION
TO LEARN FOREIGN LANGUAGE

Foreign language is an important source of information and a means of
national and intercultural communication. Its aim is not only teaching speech
activity, that is speaking, reading, listening or writing, but also teaching speech
activity as a means of communication. Listening comprehension of foreign
language is one of the most complicated and important types of speech activity
and should be well developed.

Acquisition of speech communication begins with listening. While
teaching listening comprehension of foreign language it is necessary to develop
first of all audio-lingual skills and speech hearing supported by the speech of
native speakers. In this case authentic audio- and videotexts allow the students
to hear speech of native speakers which reflects the peculiarities of ethnic
culture. The most important thing is that authentic material arouses cognitive
interest of students, willingness to discuss problems. It favours to enhancing
students’ motivation to learn foreign language. So the main task of the teacher
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at the stage of work with authentic material is to choose audio- and video
material which could be interesting, informative, easily understood, correspond
to modern reality of foreign-language community This material should create
conditions for acquirement by students new cross-cultural information, favours
to their knowledge of people’s life and their culture.

The opportunities of Internet resources for the development listening skills
on the basis of authentic audio- and videotexts by learning foreign language are
not limited. For example, BBC World Service provides the opportunity not only
to read, but also to listen to the news in English on website BBC. This service
has also the project BBC Learning English — one of the most popular
programmes — which helps to study English language, especially at the first
stage of learning. Moreover there is a large base of free English online podcasts
(small audio- and video records made as a radio program) which contribute to
better listening comprehension of English language. The showmasters of
podcasts are native speakers. It allows listening to and learning colloquial
language which is used by ordinary people of different English-speaking
countries. The advantage of BBC Learning English is that speech tempo of
sound dialogues is different depending on the level of language proficiency.

Such podcasts as British Council, Voice America, ESL, apart from text
versions (transcripts), have tasks for listening comprehension. The source Listen
to English Learn English has tasks for using words and expressions with audio
in cross-cultural topics. The website Better at English has quite interesting
audiotexts comprising idioms, slang words and so on. Three-level podcast
(Intermediate, Upper Intermediate and Advanced) provided with scripts and
language notes is aimed at those who are learning foreign language.

Methodological work with audio- and videomaterial has three stages:
preparatory stage, text or demonstrative stage (i. e. work with video- or
audiomaterial) and after-watching (or after-demonstrative) stage. Preparatory
stage is a stage of psychological preparation of students for listening
comprehension. Before listening and viewing audio- / videomaterial a teacher
should work lexical and language difficulties connected with understanding of
native speakers’ speech. For that purpose it is possible to give tasks aimed at
activation of students’ vocabulary, refreshment and generalization of
knowledge they have already possessed on the topic of audio- / videotext.

The presentation of audio- /videotext should include such content and
tempo which corresponds to the students’ potential. As a rule, a text with a
running time of more than 3 minutes tasks short memory and complicates the
perceptual experience. As a rule a text is being demonstrated twice. If the
students don’t understand the text after two times of its demonstration, it’s
useful to watch the text in fragments.

The next stage — text or demonstrative stage — comprises exercises which
are done while listening. In most cases these tasks are aimed at receiving
information we’re interested in. The teacher controls how the students know the
text, i. e. if they can find the necessary information there.
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The last stage is after-demonstrative (or After Watching). It includes the
tasks which should examine how the students understand the content of a
viewed fragment. These tasks are subdivided into three types: reproductive,
partially-reproductive and productive (or creative) tasks.

Authentic audio-/video materials have great opportunities for solving
educational tasks if the lesson is organized properly by the teacher. They have
great informational content, create the atmosphere of real language
communication and can ensure successful listening comprehension by students,
enhance students’ motivation to learn foreign language.
