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IMPLEMENTATION OF EUROPEAN PRACTICES FOR INCREASING
UKRAINIAN POLICE EFFECTIVENESS DURING MARTIAL LAW

Europol, officially the European Union Agency for Law Enforcement Cooperation, is the
law enforcement agency of the European Union (EU). On 14 September 2022, the European
Data Protection Board (EDPD) adopted a statement on the European Commission’s proposal for
an EU Police Cooperation Code. It aims to enhance law enforcement cooperation across Member
States, and the information exchange between the competent authorities.

The Code consists of three main measures: Proposal for a Regulation of the European
Parliament and of the Council on automated data exchange for police cooperation (“Priim II”),
Proposal for a Police Information Exchange Directive and the Proposal for a Council
Recommendation on operational police cooperation.

In wartime the Priim II Proposal lays down conditions and procedures for the cross-
border automated searching of DNA profiles, fingerprints, facial images, police records and
certain vehicle registration data, as well as the exchange of this data following a match between
the data used for the search or comparison and data held in the database of the requested
Member State(s) [1, p.1].

Article 65 “International Police Standards” of the European Code of Police states that
“International co-operation on police ethics and human rights aspects of the police shall be
supported”. There is a need to stimulate international cooperation between the police in Europe
with such international organizations as International Criminal Police Organization (ICPO) -
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Interpol, Europol and Cepol. These principles are expressed in the Recommendation and need
to be implemented through legislation, regulations, and training. The Council of Europe has an
important role in facilitating this cooperation [2, p.44].

Police cooperation is of vital importance for the establishment of a well-functioning Area
of Freedom, Security and Justice. There are serious risks associated with the processing of
individuals’ personal data in criminal matters, especially where this concerns special categories
of personal data such as biometrics in wartime. The Proposals should lay down some essential
safeguards to ensure that the proposed measures are necessary and proportionate to the
objective of contributing to the internal security of the EU.

The EDPB proposes laying down the types and seriousness of crimes that could justify an
automated search in the databases of other Member States and making a clear distinction
between the personal data of different categories of data subjects, such as convicted criminals,
suspects, victims, or witnesses [3].

Police activities in wartime versus peacetime are adjusted depending on the tasks set by
the state to counter internal threats of martial law. Functions of the National Police of Ukraine
are regulated in accordance with the requirements put forward in a specific period to these
bodies considering the threats and dangers that currently prevent the real provision of law and
order in the state [4, p.16].

[t aims to protect human rights, democracy, and the rule of law, to promote awareness and
encourage the development of Europe’s cultural identity to find common solutions to the
challenges facing European society (terrorism, trafficking in human beings, organized crime
and corruption, cybercrime, violence against children), to consolidate democratic stability in
Europe by supporting political, legislative, and constitutional reforms.

During martial law the police function remains like it was in peacetime, that is to maintain
order and protect civilian people. Depending on the situation law enforcers must secure towns,
cities, and are obliged to evacuate the citizens. Police cooperate with military forces to restore
order and provide security. The police can be called upon to disarm or detain enemies. These
functions may vary depending on the specific circumstances of the invasion and the laws and
policies of the country or region.
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
