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Lifelong education is a lifestyle for many teachers. The teaching sphere is constantly
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developing and absorbs not only methodological innovations, but also technological
developments. To get excellent results of his work, the teacher constantly asks himself:
‘How quickly, easily and effectively to teach the student to read, understand, write and
speak in a foreign language?’ The history of teaching a foreign language knows many
techniques, the improvement of which has led to the emergence of actively existing

tendencies to teach the language. Some of the more popular ones are worth mentioning:

Flipped classroom is used for teaching students with a high degree of
motivation and with a high level of language proficiency, for example,
Upperintermediate. The teacher gives the students a task for independent study before
the lesson, and they apply it in practice at the lesson [1].

The lexical method provides for studying not individual words, but the so-called
chunks (an all-purpose word that embraces any formulaic sequence, lexical/phrasal
expression or multi-word item [2]), which later help to form fluency.

Blended learning is the form that combines both face-to-face teaching
(teacherstudent/group of students) and online learning. Currently, Skype training,
various online courses and face-to-face meetings with a teacher are especially popular,
when the teacher can advise on any issue of the language course being studied. This
method helps carry out training from anywhere in the world.

Teaching foreign languages in the context of a pandemic also made it necessary
to pay attention to the use of mobile devices and the development of special methods
for distance learning of a foreign language on various information platforms.

The communicative method of teaching English is currently the most popular
and widely used in various educational establishments. The goal of teaching a foreign
language in a non-linguistic higher educational establishment remains the formation of
professional communicative competence based on the development of all four types of
language activity (reading, writing, listening and speaking) simultaneously. This type
of work involves the use of various methods of teaching a foreign language, both

traditional and new ones, used as variations of the communicative method.
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Task-based learning [3] as the variation of the communicative method helps
students solve communication problems, for example, while communicating with a
pedestrian or a motorist, while receiving an urgent call and leaving the scene of an
accident, while a vehicle stops, etc.

The existence of various techniques and methods of teaching a foreign language
studied and improved by teachers of a foreign language are aimed at developing the
students' skills and abilities of proficiency in a foreign language, which can be acquired
in various ways.
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Nowadays, one of the most widespread methods of foreign language teaching is
becoming the ESA method, developed and introduced by Jeremy Harmer in 1998 [2],
who emphasized language exposure and performance-based language assessment. This
method features in combining three compulsory lesson phases engage, study, activate
(EOSOA).

The first phase is designed to arouse interest in the topic, involve the student in
the lesson; at the second stage, the student’s attention is focused on a target language

structure, and within this phase, the teacher can use different types of activities:
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
