Economic security is a complex system which presents a material basis for the for-
mation of other components of national security. The economic security guarantee is one of
the main issues of the state. The state must provide a level of security that assures internal
and external stability, necessary for normal economic functioning and participation in the
international division of labor and competitiveness.

“Economic security is the ability of people to consistently meet their needs. This con-
cept is important both for individuals and nations because it is a factor in assessing national
security and is connected to the concept of economic well-being” [1].
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Economic security of the state is such a condition of the national economy in which it is
possible to provide a high level of protection of the interests of each of its subjects from the
negative impact of external and internal threats.

Economic security is composed of basic social security, defined by access to basic
needs infrastructure pertaining to health, education, dwelling, information, and social protec-
tion, as well as work-related security.

Economic security of the state acts as a system and its main functions can be divided
into the following groups: protective, regulatory, warning, innovative and social.

The protective function is the ability to protect the state economic system from inter-
nal and external threats.

The regulatory function appears in different economic subsystems through the assur-
ance of state economic security and application of functional mechanisms targeted to risk
neutralization. These include mechanisms which simulate market self-regulation property as
well as eliminates market failures.

The warning function of state economic security is focused on predicting the emer-
gence of potential crisis situations during economic activity and on preparing economic sys-
tem to resist them. It implies socio-economic and organizational-technical measures.

Innovations play a significant role not only at the industries level but also at the state
level of national economies. Innovations make companies and countries significantly more
competitive at the global market at the same time increasing local economies’ status.

“The first 20 years of the XXI century are characterized by events such as crises, epi-
demics, and pandemics, which have caused great concern and financial damage to the world
economy and society. It is the task of political scientists to discuss the objective and subjective
reasons for its origin and to draw conclusions about the culprits” [2, p.64].

Economic security is national security. America is safer when important technology
and essential products are produced domestically. Today, American economic prosperity and
security are challenged by competitors and adversaries that engage in illegal trade practices,
steal intellectual property (IP), and engage in cybercrime. Extreme weather, such as the six
Category 4 or higher hurricanes experienced in the United States during 2017, also challenges
economic security. America enforces compliance with trade laws, provide cybersecurity tools
to thwart cybercrime, share accurate weather information, etc.

American businesses thrive when they compete internationally on a level playing field.
They work to level the field by enforcing U.S. trade laws and ensuring that foreign govern-
ments comply with international agreements. They make their nation safer by enforcing rules
that limit exports of U.S. technology that can be used in weapons, and by monitoring foreign
investment that may present a risk to U.S. national security. By working with foreign govern-
ments to enforce IP rights, the competitive advantage of American innovators is protected
abroad.

“American workers and businesses operate in a rapidly changing and increasingly
competitive world. To address these challenges, we have developed bold new strategies to ac-
celerate and promote U.S. economic growth and opportunity” [3].

Economic security is an important component of national security as security of state
power, sovereignty, territorial integrity, and defense depend upon it.
