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IMPLEMENTATION OF NATO STANDARDS AS APRIOTITY TASK FOR UKRAINE

The introduction of NATO standards in the security and defense sector is one of the priority
tasks for Ukraine to join the Alliance. The integration of Ukraine and NATO involves the
implementation of NATO military standards and defense standards of NATO member states into
national legislation.

Current legislation reflects the complex nature of this international legal phenomenon
narrowly which considers approaches to understanding and normative definition of the essence
of the multi-level NATO standardization system.

To improve the process of implementing NATO standards, legal definition should be
included in the national legislation. It is also necessary to develop a Ukrainian-English glossary
“Ukraine — NATO” which should contain terminology in the field of security and defense. It
would greatly simplify the activities of personnel in the performance of their functional tasks.

The tasks regarding the implementation of NATO standards in the activities of the Ministry

of Defense and the Armed Forces of Ukraine are defined by legislation (the Law of Ukraine “On
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National Security of Ukraine”) and strategic defense documents of Ukraine (“The National
Security Strategy of Ukraine”, “The Strategic Defense Bulletin, “The Military Doctrine of
Ukraine”).

The priority of the introduction of standards is determined by the packages of Ukraine -
NATO Partnership Goals. About 1,200 units of NATO standards are only a small part of NATO
documents that are aimed exclusively at ensuring the achievement of operational and technical
interoperability of the defense forces. Annual national programs under support of the Ukraine-
NATO Commission contain only two sections devoted to defense, military, and security issues.
All other chapters cover political, economic, resource and legal issues.

These issues are regulated by NATO’s governing documents (decisions, policies,
memoranda of the North Atlantic Council and top governing bodies of NATO such as NATO
Military Committee, NATO Strategic Operations Command, International Military
Headquarters). They are also expected to be developed by the Partnership Goals.

192 documents have been developed (128 NATO standards have already been implemented,
based on the provisions of which 145 national and military normative legal acts and normative
documents have been developed. A positive decision was made regarding their adoption and
implementation in 2021-2025. At the same time, other NATO standards are under development.
